The Legislature have been busy bees what with the passage of HB 212
Judgment Interest/Revivors effective June 2, 2004, which thanks to Roseanne, is
posted on the OAM/CCC website. Daryl Dever attended the executive board meeting
and advised that HB 163 OVI clean-up was passed and as of this writing was awaiting
signature by the Governor. This bill also includes mandated retention of case files for
evidentiary purposes and it is strongly recommended that you obtain a written opinion
from your Law Director for guidance. You can obtain a copy of the bill (150 pages or 30
pages for Bill Summary) by accessing www.legislature.state.oh.us. Also check the
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OAM/CCC website as a summary will be posted shortly.

Daryl also indicated when the legislature reconvenes that Rep. Oelslager is
reportedly going to work on introduction of legislation with regard to the issue of Public
Records. | am sure that most of you have read newspaper articles during the past
weeks relating to 42 Ohio newspapers, the Associated Press, two radio stations, and
volunteers from two universities in a statewide audit to determine government
compliance with the Ohio Public Records Act. This is a critical issue for all Courts and it
is incumbent upon our members to communicate, identify and submit written
recommendations concerning proposed laws that will effect our operation. Please get
in touch with Mark Owens to suggest any concepts or concerns you have relative to
Public Records. The Ohio Office of Criminal Justice Services is also conducting a free
seminar around the State that deals directly with this issue. You can obtain information
about the dates and locations by visiting their website at
www.0cjs.ohio.gov/trainingmain.htm or call (614)728-8732.

Your Court should have received information from the Supreme Court
referencing two standards that have been released for public comment by September
17, 2004. They are: (1) Proposed Unique Case Numbering Rule C hange; (2)
Functional Standards for Criminal and Ci vil Case Management System. Once your
Court reviews these standards and identifies any concerns, they should be sent to the
Supreme Court. If you feel the Association should comment on any issues, please
send that information to me and | will then forward it to the board members since the
deadline for comment is prior to our fall meeting.

We look forward to being with all of you at the Fall meeting!!
